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The presence of CO2 in the confetti cannon
from the accident has been ruled out

Several pieces of information would point to the fact that these would not be ready to be used in closed spaces

A 26-year-old girl was injured at the Festivities of Encamp due to the impact of a confetti cannon.
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The incident that occurred last
August 16t during the Festiviti-
es of Encamp, in which a 26-ye-
ar-old girl was injured by the
impact of a confetti cannon, re-
mains under police investigati-
on. As sources close to the event
point out to this medium, the
cannons hired for the event
would not have been prepared
tobeusedinaclosed space, such
as the one that was enabled in
an improvised manner due to
the rain forecasts in Encamp
that same night.

These same sources also indi-

cate that, when launched inside
the enclosure, the first cannon
bounced against the ceiling,
which caused the second or thi-
rd of them - it has not yet been
possible to determine exactly
which would correspond - hit
the victim directly, causing se-
veral injuries of varying seve-
rity.

From the company contrac-
ted by the Municipality of En-
camp and in charge of the good
affair of the cannons, they ex-
press, above any other question,
their satisfaction with the fact
that the young woman is cur-
rently recovering and with the
desire that thesituation beclari-
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fied soon. Even so, the company
has decided not to make addi-
tional statements while the in-
vestigation is ongoing, assuring
that they hope to be able to co-
llaborate with the authorities to
clarify the facts.

Even so, from EL PERIODIC
it was learned that the confet-
ti cannons contracted for the
event did not contain CO2,
which indicates that, technica-
lly, they were indeed prepared
to be used both in indoor areas
like outside. It is important to
note that confetti cannons con-
taining CO2 can be dangerous
in closed spaces as this is a subs-
tance used to project the confet-

ti at high speed and in a confi-
ned space the force of the shot
can be considerably higher, in-
creasing the risk of incidents li-
ke the one that took place in the
Encamp parish. This over-pres-
surization is what can cause da-
mage to the surrounding area
and injury to people near the
launch point.

For its part, the Encamp Festi-
vities Committee, in charge of
organizing the Festivities toget-

her with the Municipality, has
confirmed thatall the necessary
steps are being taken to clarify
what happened. However, they
have insisted that they do not
want to interfere with the pro-
per development of the investi-
gation and, for this reason, ha-
ve avoided making public sta-
tements about the incident.
Finally, the municipal corpo-
ration has also declined to ma-
ke any statement about the ac-
cident, claiming that the case is
currently under police investi-
gation.

Itshould be remembered that
the victim is currently in the re-
covery process and has already
been discharged, although he
has some visual and auditory se-
quelae. @
