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T
he extraordinary congress of 
Liberals of Andorra (L’A) held 
yesterday at the Congress 
Center of the capital, with the 

presence of about fifty members, ra-
tified Jordi Gallardo as president of 
the party. Just before the start of the 
event, Gallardo denied that the party 
had changed the course with the elec-
tion of Josep Maria Cabanes as a can-
didate for the next general election, 
as no new proposal or idea has been 
approved or discussed that represents 
an ideological turn of the party.

«Behind this argument on the part 
of those who have left are other tota-
lly legitimate reasons that are hidden, 
as no one can prove that there has be-
en any ideological change, because 
we must remember that in the party 
when a programmatic pact or an elec-
toral proposal has always been dis-
cussed and voted for by the militancy, 
and these days this has not happened 
«, said Gallardo. «In the end,» he said, 
«organizations are living entities, the-
re are people who leave, others who 
arrive, because that’s the life cycle; we 
have a roadmap, a candidate, we will 
work from the party to accompany 
this candidate and to continue in a po-
sitive and responsible way».

One of the highlights of the uphea-
val that the party has suffered as a re-
sult of the primaries process is that it 
has lost the parliamentary group in 
the General Council, as all four coun-
cilors have left the party. In this sen-
se, the Secretary General, Maribel La-
foz, ruled out starting any legal batt-
le because there are precedents and 
there is little time left to finish the le-
gislature. However, Gallardo consi-
dered that they should leave the seat, 
but he respected the decision. «It’s not 
a situation we like, I think the com-

Marc Forné leaves the party because «he

«I prefer to be out of the party becau-
se, at the moment, he does not de-
fend the ideas of the liberal manifes-
to that was made in Andorra.» The 
abandonment of the liberal ideolo-
gy, according to the former head of 
government and founding member 
of the Liberal Party of Andorra (for-

mer PLA, now Liberals of Andorra), 
Marc Forné, have led him to make 
the decision to tear the card, as ot-
her affiliates have done in recent 
days. «It seems to me that the cur-
rent Liberal party is not in line with 
the precepts of the manifesto we ma-
de at the founding of the party,» For-
né told EL PERIÒDIC, which stated 
that «I continue to be a liberal ide-
ologist but I do not belong to the 
party.

As he explained, the beginning of 
the end of his ties to the party began 
to take shape at the end of the ex-
traordinary congress on May 29th, 

where Josep Maria Cabanes was cho-
sen as the future head of the list for 
the general elections by just one mo-
re vote than her opponent, Judith 
Pallarés. «After the ballot, it was said 
that a meeting would be held betwe-
en the two candidates, the winner 
and the loser, and that they would 
make an executive together; but 
this has not happened «, highligh-
ted the former head of government, 
who, having observed the public po-
sition of the elected candidate and 
the president of the party, Jordi Ga-
llardo, in a more conservative ten-
dency, has stopped feeling represen-

mitments are to be respected until 
the last moment or to abandon your 
responsibility, but this is my opinion, 
which is just as respectable as that of 
the people who have decided leave” 
said Gallardo.

With elections scheduled for the 
end of next year or the beginning of 
next year, the party has yet to define 
the policy of alliances or coalitions. In 
this sense, Josep Maria Cabanes used 
the process that has been marked sin-

ce he won the primaries. «First we 
wanted you to accept the president, 
the next step is what we did today [yes-
terday] and now we have to work, we 
have to consult the bases and from the 
decision that is taken, we will start, 
if necessary and it looks good within 
the party, the turn of contacts, becau-
se I think you have to talk to everyo-
ne, although that does not mean that 
you have any commitment to anyone, 
«said the candidate.

The congress held yesterday ser-
ved to renew the two vacant posi-
tions of the executive: Jèssica Gas-
tó and Josep Fusté. Thus, the two 
new additions were approved una-
nimously: Sergi Alís and Xavier Co-
ma, who will be vice-presidents, 
and Gerard Estrella will remain as 
secretary of the organization. The 
formation said that the number 
of affiliations exceeded the num-
ber of casualties in recent days, but 
did not want to specify this in fi-
gures. H

ted by the blue formation. In fact, 
he pointed out that «European and 
world liberals are against all forms 
of extremism and populism as well, 
so they remain in a rather center-left 
position.» «Unfortunately, I had to 
leave,» said Forné, who insisted that 
«I did not leave because of people, 
but because of ideology.»

In any case, the ex-liberal wan-
ted to downplay his departure from 
L’A, stating that «there have been a 
lot of people who have left the party 
and nothing else has happened.» 
However, the reality is that Forné 
acknowledged that he felt serious 

about having to disassociate from 
the party that himself had promo-
ted to create: «It has not been easy, 
because I remember very clearly 
when the party was formed. We fi-
led the lawsuit on June 4th, 1992, 
just 30 years ago.

In any case, despite having ma-
de this decision and taking into ac-
count that he has not been the on-
ly liberal affiliate who has taken 
the same path, Forné did not cla-
rify whether he will join the plat-
form that from the side of Pallarés 
and the four general councilors in-
tend to move forward. «When it is 
done, if they do something, we will 
see,» said the former head of gover-
nment, who said that «first I have to 
check what ideology it has, and then 
I will decide accordingly. For now, I 
can’t decide anything». H
