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heterritorial debate of Or-
dino has started with the
economic bloc, in which
the candidate of PS+X’Or-
dino, Jean Michel Armengol emp-
hasized that facilitating access to
foreign investors has caused an
inflationary effect on the price
of housing for residents of the co-
untry. In the same way that ener-
gy and food prices are affected.
Armengol has reminded the De-
mocrat + Liberals candidate, Ber-
na Coma, that «doing load studi-
es when construction has already
started is putting the cart before
the horse». The social democra-
tic candidate commented that De-
mocrats + Liberals have done an
exercise in political cosmetics to
say alot and do little. In response,
Coma has stated that the Govern-
ment has implemented many me-
asures that have benefited the pu-
blic, such as the reduction in the
price of electricity, to which Ar-
mengolintervened toremind him
that this fact is not true, that the
light has gone up by at least 15%.
The Andorra Endavant candi-
date, Jordina Bringué, recalled
that the Ordino parish has grown
significantly in luxury housing
but not in housing for working
people. She also stated that the-
re is a lack of dynamism and tou-
rist attraction proposals for the
whole year that bring visitors to
Ordino, since Arcalis only works
in winter. In terms of the associa-
tion agreementwith Europe, Brin-
gué recalled that the EU does not
make tailor-made suits and the-
refore Andorra cannot today ta-
ke on the legislative flow of the
community. «<Before, the popula-
tion should be asked in a referen-
dum if they want an agreement
with Europe.» Berna Coma poin-
ted out the advantages of the ne-
gotiation thatis being carried out

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by the Government and also that
there is no need to rush to close
the agreement. Democrats + Libe-
rals want to respect the specifici-
ties of the country in order to get
closer to a Europe that would gi-
ve many opportunities to young
people and companies. Armengol
expressed himselfin favor of esta-
blishing minimum parameters to
frame the agreement and thus be
able to hold the acceptance refe-
rendum with adocument in hand
that allows giving meaning to a
new status of the Principality wit-
hin the European space.

Berna Coma highlighted the
approval of a sustainability law
to determine the carrying capa-
city and have sustainable growth.
Some studies that the municipal
people have to do. For her part,
Bringué reminded the democra-
tic candidate that Andorran stu-
dents can already enjoy the Eras-
mus program, even though An-
dorradoesnothavean association
agreement.

Armengol highlighted the Gri-
fols project as one of the least cle-
ar projects of the democratic le-
gislature, in this sense he questio-
ned the way in which this dossier
has been handled from the begin-
ning, emphasizing the fact that
three laws have had to be changed
to maintain the partnership pact
between the Government and Gri-
fols that had already been signed
previously. Bringué denounced
that the laboratory will carry out
manipulation of live animals, vi-
ruses and other high-risk patho-
genic agents. He also expressed
his dismay at the eventual conta-
mination of the water that will be
used in the facilities. Finally, Brin-
gué remembered that pharma-
ceuticals are ruined. Berna Coma
defended the laboratory saying
thatitisaresearch center and not
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a P3 Laboratory, even though it
has a P3 security zone. Otherwi-
se, he highlighted the high added
value that this laboratory repre-
sents and the pole ofattraction for
companies in this area. Armengol
wondered and asked the democra-
tic candidate because with a he-
liport there have been lawsuits
against it and its location has be-
en changed up to four times, and
on the other hand, for the Labo-
ratorio P3 de Grifols project the-
re has not been made no inquiry
neither to the town nor to the co-
untry. Bringué assured that this
project will not bring any profit
and that it will be much better to
devote the land to building soci-
al flats, residences or simply leave
them as they are.

In terms of housing, Armengol
talked about limiting investment
in housing for foreign capital and
creating public housing for the
country’s inhabitants. Coma ac-
knowledged that the problem is
worrying and finding solutions is
complicated. In addition, he pro-
posed to activate planning aid for
owners and that they put accessi-
ble rental flats on the market. Jor-
dina Bringué proposed the unloc-
king of the existing empty floors.

Finally, the three candidates
talked about the elderly and their
problems. Armengol pointed out
thatsince 2018 there are more old
people than children and that the
beautification is quite serious. In
addition, he emphasized the lack
of prevention of dignified aging
relative to pensions. He followed
the same line as the social demo-
cratic candidate and added being
able to choose a referring GP. Ber-
na Coma, for his part, proposed
the figure of the third payer for
the elderly and disabled as well as
the creation of a memory unit.

And so, disentangling some
