are dogs that come from the same
home, so keep them together. In
the event that we have a dog that
has puppies, it will have a more ap-
propriate space,» said Casals.

With the improvements imple-
mented, the new facility will ha-
ve a capacity to accommodate 60
dogs (34 new spaces and 24 spa-
ces that remain in the existing fa-
cilities). In this way, the recepti-
on capacity would be increased by
30% (from the 42 cubicles current-
ly available, up to 58 cubicles, 2 of
which are double). «<In the new fa-
cilities it will be possible to reach
60 dogs. We hope we don’t get the-
re because the most important thi-
ng is that families can adopt these
dogs as soon as possible», said the
minister.

The budget item is 450,000 eu-
ros and «these are works that can
be awarded this year, itis a project
that will be done with modules,
and we understand that the works
will be done very quickly and by
the end of the year or the begin-
ning of the next they should be re-
ady in operation» stated Calvé.

From GosSOS they explained
that they are «very satisfied that
the Government haslistened to us,
not only to the needs and capabi-
lities, but also included us in the
process of designing and prepa-
ring this reformo.

She also remembered that they
are at a fairly high point in the
number of dogs, «<we have 32 that
are physicallyin the kennel and 10
that are in foster families» and she
remembered that «there are peo-
plewho donotrealize that the dog
is a living being and that, therefo-
re, they must accompany and edu-
cate them, «<instead of seeking help
from a professional to help them,
they opt for abandonment» stated
