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T
he Secretary of State for 
Energy Transition, Trans-
port and Mobility, David 
Forné met last Tuesday in 

Barcelona to meet the Secretary 
of Mobility and Infrastructure of 
Catalonia, Marc Sanglas. Thus, 
the two representatives of mobi-
lity met with the aim of deepening 
the relations of good neighborli-
ness between the two territories in 
terms of infrastructure and land 
and air connections, with the aim 
of facilitating tourism promotion, 
economic relations and businesses 
and the opening up of the Pyrene-
es territory.

Thus, Forné and Sanglas exc-
hanged the projects that the two 
territories have in common to im-

One of the key points they discussed was a possible 
tram in the country with a connection to La Seu

There was also talk about the heliport and the 
new bus between Andorra and La Seu d’Urgell
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prove mobility. Forné explained to 
Sanglas the international compe-
tition opened by the Government 
to study and implement a sectoral 
infrastructure plan to launch a se-
gregated urban public transport 
system for passengers. With this 
study, the Government wants to 
take one more step to find the best 
model of segregated public trans-
port that would allow mobility 
to flow, decongesting the current 
system and allow the level of CO2 
emissions to be reduced.

This comes after last October 
11th in the Council of Ministers 
tendered the preliminary project 
for the implementation of the ur-
ban public transport system. Forné 
emphasized that it would be desig-
ned to run from the Central Valley 
of the parish of Sant Julià de Lòria 
to Escaldes-Engordany, passing th-

rough Andorra la Vella. Forné ex-
plained that there would also be 
a possible external opening with 
La Seu d’Urgell. The process will 
last 18 months, and the cost that 
was calculated was 300,000 euros, 
180,000 of which are foreseen in 
this year’s budget and 120,000 in 
next year’s.

Forné also explained last Tues-
day to the secretary of the Gene-
ralitat de Catalunya the new de-
velopments promoted by the Go-
vernment to improve connections 
between Andorra and La Seu d’Ur-
gell by bus. Thus, with the new aut-
horization to operate the line, the 
frequency of passage was increa-
sed, almost tripling, the costs of se-
ason tickets were reduced and ser-
vices were extended during the we-
ek and, above all, on Sundays and 
holidays. The initiative makes it 

possible to increase a greater con-
nection between the nearest neig-
hbor, facilitating the daily flow 
of borderers who use the service 
every day.

Finally, the Secretary of State 
conveyed to Sanglas the Govern-
ment’s desire to build a new natio-
nal heliport that will generate new 
opportunities. It should also be no-
ted that he explained to him the 
commitment to enhance the air-
port of Andorra-La Seu d’Urgell, 
since the Government has recent-
ly tendered a new route that allows 
connecting the Principality with 
Palma de Mallorca.

The two representatives agreed 
to continue working at a technical 
level on the aspects discussed to 
promote better cooperation in the 
field of mobility between Andorra 
and the Catalan territory. H

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T
he strike proposed by the 
Union of Andorra against 
the current housing situati-
on in the country is already 

a reality. As reported by the Denun-
ciAND entity last Tuesday through 
its social networks, next October 
31st a meeting or protest organi-
zed by the people of Andorra, thus 
giving the starting point to citizen 
mobilization for decent housing. 
The organization invited all atten-
dees to wear chestnuts or somethi-
ng similar, representing «the bad 
management of our politicians». 
It is planned to dissolve the mee-
ting at 8.45 p.m., although it will 
depend on the motivations of the 
moment.

The entity took advantage of its 
publication to request «maximum 
responsibility, education and paci-
fism» on the part of the demonstra-
tors, also highlighting that it is a ci-
tizen’s rally, created «under no offi-
cial entities, groups or individuals 
in a personal capacity”. In additi-
on, they were also invited to bring 
banners, leaflets, or any other tool 

Mobilization to protest the 
current housing situation
The DenunciAND organization calls on all citizens to go on strike on October 31st
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of artistic or sound expression.
DenunciAND put the final point 

in its publication by assuring that 
«we are you», so «we want to conti-
nue doing our work of denunciati-
ons in the fields of education, ur-
ban planning, health, justice or oc-
cupational health».

SOMVEÏNS, IN FAVOR OF THE PROPOSAL/ 
The Somveïns d’Andorra associati-
on did not take long to respond to 
the information given by Denunci-
AND, being fully in favor of its pro-
posal. «We cannot do anything ot-
her than support it, as well as all 
those initiatives that seek to im-
prove the quality of life of the re-
sidents of our valleys», they indi-
cated, affirming that «we cannot 
close our eyes to the serious situ-
ation for which the residents of 
all the parishes are going through 
and which affects Andorrans and 
residents who have been in our co-
untry for many years». In addition, 
as they were responsible for explai-
ning, many people have conveyed 
to them «a widespread feeling that 
the administrations have arrived 
late in making the necessary deci-
sions». H

33 The Concòrdia parliamentary 
group was the first to express 
«firm support» for the citizen mo-
bilization. As they mentioned, «it 
is a crisis that affects people’s li-
ves, their stability and sense of se-
curity, threatens the well-being of 
the community and worsens li-
ving conditions in the country». 
Those from Cerni Escalé empha-
sized the fact that «it is incompre-
hensible that at the worst moment 
of the housing crisis the measu-
res taken so far are relaxed. On-
ly through collaboration and de-
termined action will we be able to 
guarantee everyone’s access to 
decent housing.» We remember 
that some of his proposals in this 
matter are to extend the freeze on 
rents or to modify the Foreign In-
vestment Law.
