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The total number of procedu-
res that have been submitted to
the public administration th-
roughout2023rises to 184,905,
a figure that represents a nega-
tive variation of 4.8% with res-
pect to the procedures issued
in 2022 (194,231). Of the total,
15.1% were procedures with re-
solution, while the remaining
84.9% were 24-hour procedu-
res.

Regarding the status of the
application, the vast majority
of procedures (81.5%) were clo-
sed, compared to 10.4% that we-
re informed and 5.1% that re-
mained for deliver. The remai-
ning 3.1% were deregistered or
annulled. In this regard, only
three procedures were resolved
with administrative silence.

Likewise, of the 114,094 pro-
cedures that were managed th-
rough the Government Proce-
dures Service, 75.5% entered
the Government administrati-
ve building, 16% were online
procedures and 8.4% were ex-

Vehicle registrations fall by almost 14% in
the first half of 2024
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Cumulative data from the first
half of 2024 show a negative
trend in vehicle registrations.
According to the Department of
Statistics, 1,883 vehicles have be-
en registered, 13.9% less than in

the same period of the previous
year, when 2,187 vehicles were
registered.

In June, registrations were
329 vehicles, a drop 0of 19.2%
compared to the same month in
2023. In this period, the group
of trucks and vans showed a po-
sitive variation of 5.3%, while ot-

her categories have experienced
significant decreases: the «ot-
her» group with 76.9%; motor-
cycles and mopeds with 20.4%,
and passenger cars with 19.4%.
Continued decline in the last
12 months [ In the last 12 mont-
hs, registrations have reached
3,737 units, a decrease of 14.7%

compared to the previous pe-
riod, when 4,380 vehicles we-
re registered. Again, the group
of trucks and vans stands out as
the only one with a positive vari-
ation, registering an increase of
10.8%.

A figure that represents six more than the
previous year and 12 with respect to 2021
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Over the course of last year,
the Labor Inspection servi-
cereceived a total of 84 com-
plaints that led to action by
the inspectors. This is a fi-
gure similar to that of pre-
vious years, since the total
is six more than in 2022; 12
more than in 2021, and se-
ven less than in 2020, accor-
ding to the Department of
Statistics. Where there has
been a more significant in-
crease in the years 2023 and
2022 compared to the pre-
vious two is in ex officio ac-
tions, because although in
2020 there were six and in
2021 four, in 2022 they had

risen to 21 and last year it clo-
sed with 28.

MORE ACCIDENTS AT WORK THAN LAST
YEAR /7 Inspections resulting
from accidents at work were
more than fifty last year, spe-
cifically 52, which represents
11 less than the previous ye-
ar. The year in which there
were fewer was 2020, 38, but
in this case it must be kept in
mind that it was a pandemic
year and that economic acti-
vity dropped considerably. If
these three types of inspecti-
ons are taken into account, we
have thatin total “Treball” car-
ried out 164 last year, two mo-
re than in 2022; 19 more than
in 2021, and 29 more than in
