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The head of the opposition of 
the Municipality of Andorra la 
Vella, David Astrié, has char-
ged hard against the manage-
ment of the municipal team re-
garding the reform of Plaça del 
Poble, as well as other projects, 
such as the Cedre and the Reviu 
housing program. In statements 
to EL PERIÒDIC, Astrié has cri-
ticized the lack of transparen-
cy and the little participation of 
the minority in the decisions ta-
ken by the Municipality, especi-
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ally in relation to the reform of 
this emblematic square, a pro-
ject which, according to him, is 
not far from the one presented 
by team.

«It’s not that it’s not too far, 
it’s not far at all from what we 
did», remarked Astrié, emphasi-
zing that the consultation pro-
cess they carried out at the time 
included the participation of all 
the associations likely to use the 
space «We sat down with each 
and every one of the associati-
ons that are capable of organi-
zing events, parties or cultural 
events», he said.

could result in a challenge by ot-
her participants in the competi-
tion. «First, it is disrespectful to 
the author of the idea that won 
the competition. If I were anot-
her contestant, I could raise my 
finger and say, listen, these gent-
lemen have won the project in 
another contest.»

In addition, regarding the 
transparency of the process, As-
trié regretted that the minority 
had not been informed of the de-
velopments: «We found out from 
the press and we communicated 
to them that as long as they are 
transparent, it would have been 
good if they shared the return of 
this citizen participation with 
the minority», stressed the he-
ad of the minority, adding that 
his team could have contrasted 
what had been collected in its 
own consultation with what the 
Municipality has obtained.

Regarding the cost of the pro-
ject, Astrié has highlighted that 
«they budgeted 500,000 euros 
for Plaça del Poble. What will you 
do,  Plaça del Poble in patches or 
how do you want to do it?», he 
questioned. According to Astrié, 
the initial forecast was to com-
mit 500,000 euros by the end of 
the year and include the rest in 
the 2025 budget, but now it is 
unknown if the new estimate of 
2.75 million euros will be suffi-
cient. «We’ll see if the estimate 
they’ve made is correct, becau-
se given the state of constructi-
on and the market, it’s possible 
that the lowest offer is well abo-
ve the base estimate». .

Criticisms of the municipal majority

With regard to the current 
project, Astrié has criticized the 
fact that the municipal team has 
modified the winning proposal 
of the contest of ideas, which 
was evaluated by a jury in which 
the Consul Major, Sergi Gon-
zález, also participated. «You ha-
ve called a competition of ide-
as and there is an idea that has 
won. And this idea has gained 
fruit from the evaluation of a 
jury, of which Mr. González is al-
so part», he pointed out. The he-

Head of the municipal minority
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The Minister of Finance, Ramon 
Lladós, confirmed last Monday 
that the Government was alre-
ady analyzing different propo-
sals to modify the Law on the 
Sustainability of Public Finan-
ces and Budgetary and Fiscal Sta-
bility, corroborating that «the-
re is a political commitment to 
work on it between all the parli-
amentary groups».

The parliamentary groups ha-
ve made different evaluations 
of the minister’s words in refe-
rence to this proposal. In the 
case of the Social Democratic 
Party (PS), General Counsel Pe-
re Baró explained to EL PERIÓ-
DIC that the Finance Commit-
tee meeting will be held around 
mid-October, where Minister 
Lladós will explain what chan-
ges they are proposing for the 
Law on Sustainability of Public 
Finances and on Budgetary and 
Fiscal Stability. According to Ba-
ró, once they know what the pro-
posed changes are, the PS will as-
sess whether or not they should 
support the modifications, alt-
hough he assures that they first
