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MOUNTAIN REFUGES

Frequency in the country’s 
mountain refuges, guarded or 
not, continued at record levels 
last year. Thus, in 2024 it was 
very close to the record figure 
achieved in 2019 in guarded re-
fuges, when the year was closed 
with 10,289. In fact, it was more 
than 9,200, specifically, 9,238. 
And as for free refuges, the year 
was closed with 4,930 frequen-
cies, very close to the record of 
2023, which was 4,956.

Therefore, the figures con-
firm a constant upward trend in 
both types of refuges since 2009 
and how more and more people 
are choosing to go out into the 
mountains and spend the nig-
ht in one of these accommoda-
tions.

Among the guarded refuges, 
the one that recorded the most 
overnight stays last year was 
Sorteny, with 2,685, followed 
by l’Illa, with 2,306. Juclar recor-
ded 2,179 and Comapedrosa clo-
sed the year with 2,068. It should 
be noted that in 2023 the two re-
fuges that had the most people 

who spent the night there we-
re also Sorteny and l’Illa, with 
2,526 each.

As for the unguarded refuges, 
the one that comes in first pla-
ce is Fontverd, which recorded 
735 hikers. In second place, we 
find the 548 overnight stays in 
Pla de l’Estany and behind it are 
the 440 of the Coms de Jan refu-
ge. It should be noted that Font-
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ve that unguarded shelters ha-
ve registered 41,040 overnight 
stays and that the most impor-
tant percentage in terms of 
growth occurred in 2019, when 
the increase was 64% compared 
to 2018, going from 2,464 hikers 
to 4,041 and it is also necessary 
to highlight the decrease that 
was registered due to Covid in 
2020, from which point the figu-
res have gone up with the small 
decrease of last year, set at 1%. As 
for guarded shelters, the evoluti-
on of the last decade also shows 
a spectacular increase. Not sur-
prisingly, it went from 3,998 hi-
kers in 2014 to 10,289 in 2019, 
reports the ANA. .

In other years, it was the 
Cabana Sorda that used to be in 
second position, although this 
2024 has registered a significant 
decrease, since it has gone from 
788 overnight stays in 2023 to 
374 in 2024. In fact, in the accu-
mulated since 2014 it is the se-
cond refuge with the most hi-
kers, with 4,918, and is followed 
by the 4,010 overnight stays re-
corded in Coms de Jan.
